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1. Meig Open. 
To be held on Saturday the 28th of April. Fishing to start at 09:00 and finish at 17:00. Entry is £30 per team. The Meig Open is a 3 in a team competition but in the interest of safety, only 2 anglers are allowed to be fishing at any one time. To end the day, a finger buffet, in the Cottage Bar, Maryburgh, will be included where the Billy Bartlet trophy will be presented to the winning team. The Meig cup will be presented to the rod with the heaviest bag & the Strathconon cup to the heaviest trout. For the Meig cup trophy, as this is a 3 man team event and in the interests of fairness, any boat with only 2 rods will be handicapped. This handicap will be a deduction of ⅓ of that individual’s bag weight. 

2. Federation, Skye & Wild Trout Challenge Qualifiers
