Aims and Objectives

1. The primary aim of the club is to provide and encourage the sport of Angling for all, for Salmon, Brown Trout and other freshwater fish throughout the Highlands of Scotland. This is either on waters owned or leased by the club, via exchange tickets with other angling clubs, or on such waters that may become available in the future. 

2. It is a prime consideration for the club that access to the club’s waters be open to visitors to the area/tourists. Indeed it is written into the club’s constitution that the club will, as far as possible, provide visiting and member anglers with equal opportunities to book fishing. Anybody can apply to the club for membership.
3. The club has made great efforts to ensure that disabled anglers can enjoy the fishing available through the club, either as a club member or visitor member. A ‘wheelyboat’ is available at Loch Meig for wheelchair users via a purpose built concrete ramp and there is wheelchair access and extended fishing platform with a safety rail at the falls pool on the Upper Conon. This involved significant expenditure for the Club costing many thousands of pounds.
4. The club also actively encourages junior anglers. We have worked with the Ross and Cromarty Sports Council and the Highland Council on their ‘Out of School Hours’ project and during past summers, delivered a series of organised tutorials/fishing days at a number of venues for children between 10-14 years old. This has been a very successful venture and we hope to repeat this in future years.

5. The club has adopted a Child Protection Policy as recommended by the Highland Child Protection Committee. Club members who volunteer to teach children are subject to disclosure rules via The Sports Council.

6. In addition, the club participates in many angling competitions. These have included Regional and National championships, as well as locally arranged inter-club and internal club competitions. 
Improvements

7. Since becoming owners, the club has made vast improvements to the Upper Conon and Upper Blackwater. These include:

· The purchase of six fishing huts.

· Fishing platform for disabled anglers, improvements to access and new paths on the Falls Pool, Upper Conon.

· Improvement scheme on the Upper Blackwater.

· Facilities for disabled anglers on Loch Meig including purchase of a Wheelyboat.

· The purchase of six ‘unsinkable’ aluminium fishing boats.

· A new car park and access at Loch Meig

· New ‘rise and fall’ moorings at Loch Meig
